For Your Protection

Information Collection

1. Information we receive from you via questionnaires, applications, evaluations or other forms. This information could include, but is not limited to, your name, address, date of birth, Social Security number and income. 

2. Information from nonaffiliated third parties, such as college advisors, educators, accountants, mortgage brokers, insurance professionals or those assisting us in various aspects of account administration.
3. Information we receive from a consumer reporting agency, which may include account information and/or information about your creditworthiness. 

Guidelines for Information Disclosure
We do not disclose any personal information about our clients or former clients to anyone, except as required or permitted by law. In addition, it is often necessary to share client information with other experts or affiliates that assist us in planning activities, including: College Admissions Experts, CPA’s, and Research Analysts.
For example, we may disclose certain aspects of your situation (income, age, test scores) to an industry professional in order to answer your specific question, without disclosing unnecessary information (your name, address, birth date).
